1. Purpose
This paper publishes research papers and the paper submission regulations are intended
to define the matters related to the paper submission.

2. Qualification of Contributor

(1) Qualifications of thesis contributors are based on regular members (including co-publishers)
of the KSIC

(2) Papers of authors who are full members of the Society and who have not paid their
annual fees by the year shall not be accepted, and members who have not paid
their membership fees for two years or more under Article 9 of Article 2 of the
Articles of Incorporation and who have lost their qualifications shall submit their
thesis. Can not.

3. Contents and Receipt of Manuscript
(1) The acceptance of the manuscript is decided by the Editorial Committee in
accordance with thesis submission and editorial regulations.
(2) The following articles will not be accepted.
(O Manuscripts of contents that do not meet the purpose of the Society
@ Manuscripts of contents already published in other conferences
® Thesis that did not follow the writing regulations of this society



(3) Once received, the manuscript should not be returned.

(4) Manuscripts are frequently submitted by the editorial board and the date of
submission is the date the manuscript arrived at the Society.

4. Manuscript writing

The manuscript writing format follows the paper submission regulations and house
requirements.

5. Repair and publication of the manuscript

(1) The editorial board shall decide whether the manuscript should be adopted and the
order of publication.

(2) The date of decision of adoption of the manuscript shall be the date decided by the
editorial board.

(3) The manuscript should be given priority to the manuscript which has passed the
examination, but it should be published in the order of receipt.

(4) Submitted elements are not returned in principle.

(5) Manuscripts of the submitted papers must be prepared according to the necessary
house regulations.

6. Correction and correction

In principle, the manuscript should be edited and corrected. However, the editorial
board may cooperate under the responsibility of the contributor.

7. Publication, Submission Fee and Separate Print

(1) Publications shall be published six times a year, and the publication dates shall be
January 31, March 31, June 30, July 31, September 30, and December 31, respectively.
In January and July, English papers will be published.

(2) Contributors should pay 50,000 won for the review and 240,000 won for the
selected paper, and 50,000 won for the thesis screening fee. The number of printed
pages shall be based on 6 pages per paper, and in case of exceeding 6 pages, an
additional fee of 60,000 won shall be paid for each additional page.

(3) If special circumstances require an emergency review or publication, it can be
implemented with the approval of the editorial committee. However, the author

(4) The separate printout of the thesis shall be 20 parts in the basic and the excess
shall be borne by the contributor.

(5) The size of the regular edition of the academic journal shall be 200*260 and the
format and margin shall be prescribed by this conference.

The manuscript should be written in Korean only, Korean and Chinese Character or

English only. If the term cannot be translated effectively, the term in its original

language should be written in.

If the manuscript is in English, the title and author should be written in English and



then in Korean. Next, an English abstract should be written, Keywords should be
English, main text should be English.

. If the manuscript is in Korean or with Chinese Character, the title and author should

be written in Korean and then in English. Next, the abstract and keywords should be
written in English, and should be 250 words. There should not be a chart or
footnote in the abstract.

Numbers within the manuscript should be Arabic numbers, units should be SI units,
numbers and units should have a space between them.

Chapter 1 Preamble

The Korea Society of Industrial Convergence is an academic organization aimed at
establishing the theoretical system through academic investigation and research on industrial
convergence technologies and contributing to the development of industrial society through
convergence in various industrial areas.

This research ethics regulation defines the principles and standards of research ethics that
should be followed by members of this society in the process of performing these roles.
Members should be able to recognize the value of research and share research results with
each other by abiding by the research ethics in conducting academic research and publishing
research papers, which is essential for true academic development in the field of ethics and
culture. Therefore, it will be an opportunity for all members to reaffirm the standards of ethics
pursued by the academic community preparation and evaluation of research papers and the

compilation of academic journals.

Chapter 2 Overall Rules

Article 1(Title)

This regulation is referred to as the Research Ethics Regulations of the Korean Society for
Industrial Convergence.
Article 2(Purpose)

The purpose of the Chapter is to stipulate matters concerning the establishment of research

ethics for members of this Society and the establishment and operation of research ethics



committees related to the publication of the ‘Korean Society for Industrial Convergence’ thesis
books.
Article 3(Applicable Areas)

This regulation is applied to all members of the Korea Society for Industrial Convergence.
Article 4(Definitions of Terminology)

(1) “Research Irregularity” means any act of fabrication, falsifying, plagiarizing, or unfairly
marking the author with a gross negligence, regardless of the purpose of the study, in
the process of presenting, carrying out, or publishing research, as follows:

(O “Falsification” refers to the act of falsifying material or research results and recording
or reporting them.

@ “Falsifying” refers to the act of changing or omitting material, processes and results
related to research differently from the facts so that the research does not conform to
the truth.

® “Plagiarizing” refers to the use of other people's ideas, research processes and research
results without proper source indication or the improper publication of research results
that they have already published without proper source indication.

@ “unfair indicate of author” refers to the act of granting an author’s qualification on
the grounds of appreciation or courtesy to those who do not, without due cause,
make an academic contribution or contribution to the research or its results

(® Other acts which are seriously outside the normal permissible limits of academic society.

(2) “Probe” means a person who (companies) informs the Korea Society of the fact or
evidence of the recognition of research misconduct.

(3) “Passenger” means a person who has become subject to investigation by a report or
recognition by the academic community.

(4) “The main investigation” means the procedures and methods for proving the truth about

the allegations of irregularity.

Chapter 3 Establishment and Operation Of Research Ethics Committee

Article 5(Function)
The Research Ethics Committee resolve and vote on the contents of each of the following

subparagraphs in an independent position.



(1) Items on establishing research ethics.

(2) Matters concerning the prevention and investigation of research irregularities.

(3) Matters concerning the protection and confidentiality of informants.

(4) Items related to the verification of research ethics violations and the processing of
verification results and subsequent action measures.

(5) Matters concerning measures to recover the honor of the subject.

(6) Other matters attached to the Chair of the Ethics Committee.

Article 6(Organization)

(1) The Board shall comprise nine members, including the Chairperson of this Society.

(2) The Chair shall be the Editor-in-chief of this Society and the Members shall be
appointed by the Chair upon recommendation of the Chairperson, and his term of
office may be extended for two years.

(3) The secretary for administrative support of the Board shall be designated by the Chairman.

(4) The Chairperson may appoint a professional member by listening to the opinions of the
Board.

(5) The regulations for the operation of the Board shall be in accordance with the trade
practice of the Academia Sinica, and in special cases, the regulations for the operation
of the Board shall be set aside by the Board.

Article 7(Committee)

(1) The Chair of the Ethics Committee shall convene a conference, if necessary, and shall
preside over the conference.

(2) The conference shall be concluded with the presence of a majority of the members
present and shall be approved by a majority of the members present.

(3) A person who is not a member of the Board may attend a conference to listen to his
or her opinion, if necessary.

(4) The conference shall be closed to the public in principle.

Article 8(The Authority and Responsibilities of Investigation Committee)

(D) In the process of an investigation, the Board may request the attendance and submission
of material to informants, investigators, witnesses and witnesses.

(2) If the subject refuses to appear or submit material without a valid reason, it may be
presumed that he has admitted the allegation.

(3) The Investigation Committee may take substantial measures to prevent loss, damage,

concealment or tampering of research records or evidence.



(4) The investigation committee shall do its best to prevent undue damage to the research

and researchers under investigation.

Chapter 4 Verification of Research Ethics Violation

Article 9(Reporting and Receipt Research Irregularity Action)

(1) The informant may report directly or by telephone, written or e-mail to the editorial
board of the Academic Society, and shall report by name in principle.

(2) If an anonymous report is reported in writing or e-mail, including the contents and
evidence of a particular cheating activity, it shall be handled in accordance with the
real name report.

Article 10(Organization of the Investigation Committee)

(1) The Board shall investigate the existence of research irregularities if there is any specific
information or significant suspicion.

(2) The Chairperson of this Association may conduct a preliminary investigation in consultation
with the Chairman of the Ethics Committee.

(3) In the case that an investigation into research irregularities is required, the Chairman
shall form an investigation committee after the approval of the Board.

(4) The Investigation Committee shall consist of three or seven members and shall include
at least 50 percent those who have extensive expertise and experience in the field of
research.

(5) In principle, a member of the Board of Inquiry shall be appointed as a member of the
Board of Inquiry by more than 20 percent.

(6) A person who has a stake in an investigation shall not be appointed as a member of
the investigation committee.

Article 11(Requiring Attendance and material Submission)

() The Board may request the presence of informants, investigators or witness for the
purpose of their testimony, and the subject shall comply with the request.

(2) The Board may ask the subject to submit material and confiscate or store research
material for the purpose of preserving evidence.

Article 12(Protection of Rights and Confidentiality of Informants and Examinee)

(1) The Board and the Board of Inquiry shall make efforts to protect informants and



prevent unjustly infringing upon the honor of the subject.

(2) All matters related to reports, investigations, reviews, decisions, and suggestions shall be
kept secret, but in the case of a significant need for disclosure, they may be disclosed
through the Board's resolution.

(3) The Board, the inspector, the president and the relevant faculty shall not divulge
information obtained in the process of deliberation, decision or investigation. The same
is true even after quitting the post.

Article 13(Recusal, Exclusion, Evasion)

(1) The investigator or informant may apply for a avoidance by stating the reason for the
reason when it is difficult to expect fairness from the member or the investigator.
When deciding on a avoidance application, members who have been requested to avoid
it are excluded.

(2) No person who has a direct interest in the matter shall be involved in the deliberation,
resolution or investigation of the case.

Article 14(Guarantee of Vindication Opportunity)

(1) The Board shall give the defendant an opportunity to submit an opinion or explain the
facts of the allegation.

(2) A statement may be made as a primer whose signature has been signed by the subject.

Article 15(Judgment)

(1) The Board shall finalize the investigation details and procedures based on the details of
objections or petitions.

(2) The judgment of the research irregularity shall be judged by the presence of a majority

of the re-executive members and the approval of two-thirds or more of the members.

Chapter 5 Subsequent Action

Article 16(Actions According to Investigation Results)

(1) The Board shall investigate the violation of research ethics and report it to the
Chairman. In the case that a researcher violates research ethics, the Chairman may, through
the resolution of the Board of Directors, take one or more of the following actions:

(D Disallow research papers to be published.

@ In case of an article published, delete the fact that the sanctions were cancelled from



the list of papers and notify the names of the authors, the names of the papers, the
more theses, the more theses, the more the rights (issue), the date of cancellation, and
the reason for cancellation.

® Announcement to Academic Members and Related Academic Institutions

@ Disqualification or suspension of membership;

(2) A person who makes false information or reports different from the truth in relation to
academic research ethics may be disqualified or suspended from membership.

(3) The subject may request the institution to review the research ethics only once if there
is an objection in relation to the violation or disciplinary action of research ethics. In
this case, the Chairman may be asked to investigate again by the Committee and, after
the resolution of the Board of Directors, may change the details of its actions and
disciplinary actions.

Article 17 (Notification of Results)

The chairman shall write down the committee's decision on the findings in writing and
notify the subjects concerned, including the informants, without delay.
Article 18 (Redeliberation)

(1) An investigator or informant may request the Board to review the case in writing stating
the reason within 20 days from the date of receipt of the notice if he does not comply
with the Board’s decision.

(2) However, if 20 days have elapsed from the date of notification of a decision, the
decision shall be accepted.

Article 19(Subsequent Action on The Restoration of Honor)

If the findings confirm that there have been no research irregularities, the committee shall
make efforts to restore the honor of the subjects and take appropriate subsequent action
measures.

Article 20 (Storage and Publication of Records)

(1) Records related to investigation shall be kept for five years as of the end of investigation.

(2) Information relating to the identity of informants, investigators, witnesses, witnesses or
persons who have participated in the consultation may be excluded from the disclosure
by the resolution of the Board if it is likely to penalize the parties.

Article 21(Administration and Budget)

Expenses for the operation of the committee may be paid within the scope of the

academic budget.



Chapter 6 Ethics Regulations for Researchers

Article 22(Reference Marks and Quotation)

(1) When quoting published academic material, try to describe it accurately and make sure
that its source is clearly identified unless it is in common sense.

(2) When quoting other people's writings, drawings, diagrams, photographs, etc. or referring
to an idea, the references must be revealed, and the reader must be made clear to the
reader which parts are his or her original research results.

Article 23(Publication Credit)

(1) The author shall be responsible as an author only for the research he has actually done
or contributed to, and shall also be recognized as an achievement.

(2) The author's order in his dissertation or other publication achievements shall be accurately
reflected in the degree to which he contributed to his research, regardless of his relative
status.

Article 24(Modification of Dissertation)

() The author shall make efforts to accept the opinions of the editorial committee and
judges presented in the evaluation process of the paper as much as possible and reflect
them in the paper.

(2) If the opinion of the Editor-in-Chief and the Jury cannot be agreed, the reasons and
reasons for the logic shall be written down in detail and notified to the Editorial
Committee.

Article 25(Duplicate Publication of Research and Prohibition of Double Publication)

(1) The author shall not contribute or attempt to publish his research previously published,
both at home and abroad, as if it were a new study.

(2) If you wish to publish using a study already published in a journal, you must provide
the editor of the journal with information about the previous publication and check

whether it is duplicated or double published.

Chapter 7 Ethics Rules of Examiner

Article 26(The Role of an Examiner)
The examiner should faithfully evaluate the paper commissioned by the editorial committee

within the period set by the review regulations and inform the editorial committee of the results.



Article 27(Objectivity of Examination)

The examiner should evaluate the thesis fairly by objective standards, regardless of personal
academic beliefs or personal friendship with the author. The paper should not be dropped
without specifying sufficient grounds or evaluated without properly reading the paper under
examination.

Article 28(Consideration and Confidentiality of Authors)

(1) As a professional intellectual, the examiner shall respect the author's personality and
independence. The comment letters should express their judgment on the paper politely
and smoothly.

(2) The paper to be reviewed shall not be presented to others or cited without the consent

of the author unless advice is sought for evaluation.



Codes of Conduct

. The society’s member should use and dedicate his or her knowledge and skill for the
positive advancement and the welfare of human kind.

. The society’s member should contribute to the advancement of the Korean automotive
engineering industry and of the public willness Also, as a professional of automotive
engineering he or she should volunteer in his or her specialty and increase his or her
competitiveness and authority.

. The society’s member should have a truthful and just conduct in education, research,
presentation and actual participation, and also be devoted to being ethical and
scholarly moral.

. The society’s member should not take any action that goes against the purpose of
the society’s establishment or defame the society.

. The society’s member should never take credit for others’ research or theory and
should always respect the works of others.

. The society’s member who review or consult should only do so with scholastic
morals.

. The society’s member should not use research information to unjustly profit from it.
